We will truly be meeting a need present in Pueblo.  And the PR for ISM is great!

Anhuac, Mexico:  Dr. Radway reported on their site visit and realizes a need.  Room and board would be taken care of by the 

orphanage present there, and travel expenses would be reasonable.  The problem is that the surgical facility wants daily payment for the use of the facility.  His feeling is that this is not a viable option at this time.

Honduras:  In making connections with World Surgical Foundation, Dr. Radway didn’t feel that a Honduras trip will be possible  to schedule at this time.

Samar 2009:   Our contacts in Samar are enthusiastic about our return.  This trip is a go and plans will move forward.  ISM is hoping to obtain the services of a dentist and an ophthalmologist for this trip.  Grant possibilities through Rotary Club is in the works.

Storage:  Currently ISM has three storage units with a cost of $200/month.  There is an idea afloat to build a two-car garage size 

building on land available at Cameron Allen’s property.  Discussion followed.  Executive Committee will meet to make final decision. ADDENDUM- the Executive Committee decided to just continue with storage units, an NOT to pursue the two-car garage. 
Pueblo Mission tee shirts:  Tee shirts have been donated for volunteers for Saturday.  Cameron brought up the possibility of selling remainder of shirts. Also, others will be available later for purchase.
