Agreed that with rising airline baggage costs, we will try to ship as many supplies as possible via Balik- Bayan. We will be looking for volunteers to help with the shipments which need to go by Nov 1st.

Have had contact (through publicity from Pueblo Mission) with an international travel agency that specializes in trips for mission/ non-profit groups. MTS travel in COS will run numbers for us for Samar 09, which we will then compare with A Travel Advantage.

Dr Radway now has 4 surgeons committed for the January 09 trip to Samar.

Julie Andron will now start recruiting for all other positions. We plan to staff 4 OR tables, plus relief workers. We hope to have a total of 30 people which will include both medical and non-medical personnel.

Still waiting for final confirmation of surgical site and dates for Anahuac. Dr Radway hopes to take a team comprised primarily of personnel from Sterling, CO. The plan is to staff for one table. If everything works, the team will drive to the site, taking supplies with them. Costs should be minimal.
